INSTRUCTIONS
1.  Fill-in your county name.
2.    An At-Risk Population Profile for your respective county is included in the grant application packet.  You can use this information to fill out the population of your county.
3.  To determine the number of at-risk citizens within your county, again refer to the Other At-Risk Indicators section on the WDH At-Risk Population Profile for your county.  Total the numbers for the following categories in this section:
	▪Children w/Special Healthcare Needs/Functional Limitations
	▪Persons w/Alzheimer’s Disease
	▪Persons w/Acquired Brain Injury
This total will give you the number of at-risk citizens within your county.
4.  List the number of search specialists in the county. These are usually law enforcement officers and other first responders including volunteer search & rescue personnel who are willing to become Project Lifesaver Electronic Search Specialists.
5.   If you have identified at-risk citizens who want to participate in this program use this number.  If you don’t know how many of your at-risk citizens want to participate in the program you can estimate this number by multiplying the total number of at-risk citizens in your county by 5 percent.
Example: If you have Identified 1,000 at-risk citizens in your county:  1000 X .05 = 50.
Use 50 as your estimate of citizens in need of this program.
6.  Check the appropriate boxes for the agencies/private organizations you have contacted within your county.  Fill-in the names of the selected agencies/private organizations in the space provided by each choice.
7.  Enter the number of transmitters you need, in addition to the 2 that come with the starter kit, and multiply by $300.00.
8.  Enter the number of wrist bands, transmitter batteries, battery test sets and replacement receivers you need.
9.  For other start up costs, itemize and enter any additional equipment you believe you may need and enter the cost for each type of equipment or program cost.
10.  Total the values in the right column and this will give you the total amount for your grant request.  The maximum grant award for a county is set at $25,000.00.
